Parents and processing strategies

How did you and the parents/caregivers of the children in your class learn about processing strategies when they learned to read? 

What processing strategies do you and the parents use now?  What differences are there for parents/caregivers who use a different kind of alphabet (e.g., Mandarin or Cantonese, Arabic) or a Roman alphabet with fewer letters (e.g., Tongan, Tokelauan)?

What processing strategies might the parents/caregivers need to know more about and how could you provide the information in a way that would be comfortable for both them and you?

Do you need to model some of these strategies to parents at another time? How might you set this up?

Is there one or more, strategy that parents say they find more difficult to understand, or to use?  If so, which one, why, and how might you or your students help to address this? 
How might parents/caregivers need support further down the track, once they have had some practice at home with their child?
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
