· A statement about which learning areas will be offered ( especially which second language or languages, page 44)

· How strands in each learning area will be covered (page 38)

· How links between learning areas will be explored (page 39)

· How future focussed issues will be explored (page 39)

· How the development of key competencies will be supported (page 38)

· How the BES pedagogical approaches will be applied (page 34)

· How the teaching as inquiry process will be applied (page 35)

· How e-learning and new technologies will be explored (page 36)

· How the student’s learning stages or pathways build upon and connect to earlier stages (page 41)

· How assessment processes are aligned with the school curriculum (page 40)

· How appraisal processes are aligned with the school curriculum (page 44)

· How self-review processes are aligned with the school curriculum (page 44)
