Week Three - Play dough cupcakes

Through the week Oscar became more creative and more
involved in the pretend play around preparing his ‘cupcake’.
He enjoyed playing with the play dough, experimenting with
the cutters, and loved selecting different items to decorate it
i.e. straws, feathers, glitter, straws, pipe cleaners. Oscar loved
pretending to bake his ‘cupcake’, set the table, to ‘eat’ it or to
offer it to Lynda to eat.

Oscar had no
sensory issues with the activity and didn’t mind getting a bit of glue on his
hands. He was able to hold the brush correctly and got so caught up in
painting the PVA glue on the paper, that he wasn’t that interested in
putting the collage materials on.
