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An essence statement encapsulates the fundamental ideas of each learning area. These will be one-page documents that clearly articulate important learning outcomes for students.

AIMS 

We teach science so that students:

· appreciate the developing nature of science, its processes and ways of developing and organising knowledge

· develop a coherent understanding of the natural world built on existing scientific knowledge

· can use scientific knowledge to solve problems and develop further knowledge 

· use knowledge and skills to make informed decisions about the application and implications of science in everyday life.
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
